What is the M athematical Assessment Interview?  

The Mathematical Assessment Interview provides a valuable research -based tool for teachers to gain insights into 

studentõs understanding of mathematical concepts. The Interview is used in schools throughout our Diocese pro viding 

data to assist teachers to design appropriate learning programs for students.  
 

What are the Arrangements for the Interview?  

In order to complete these interviews as effectively and efficiently as possible the school has scheduled two days at the 

be ginning of Term 1 next year for these interviews to be conducted.  
 

The MAI Interviews will take place at the school on Monday 30 January & Tuesday 31 January 2017 . Each class has 24 

time slots scheduled in which to conduct these interviews over the 2 days.   

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

¶ The Assessment Interviews will be conducted by each class teacher and will take 30 minutes.  

¶ The Interviews will take place in your childõs 2017 classroom with your childõs 2017 teacher.
